Purpose: To give guidance to students on how to

• Clothing should not refer to, or 
promote alcohol, tobacco, drugs illegal 
substances, violence or sexual harass-
ment.

• Clothing should not have profanity, 
innuendos, vulgarity, or any other 
inappropriate content displayed.

DISTRACTIONS

• Classroom distractions such as 
sunglasses, technology (ex. earbuds, 
smart watches, etc.) or any other 
perceived distraction will be dealt with 
on a case by case basis.

• No Gang related clothing (ex. symbols, 
bandanas, chains, etc.)

SUCCESS
• Clothing must cover the shaded area. 
Skin or undergarments should not be 
seen in the shaded areas, including 
through holes, ripped/frayed jeans, lace 
or other sheer material (tights).

• Shorts/ skirts must be longer than 
�ngertip length when the student has   
relaxed shoulders. Tank tops are not 
permitted.
